4. At the bottom of the page, choose either “I am a Contractor” or “I am a Resident.”

5. Selecting either option will take you to the Contractor Permit Form Finder or the Resident Permit
Form Finder.

6. From there, you can browse and download the majority of forms you may need for your project.

Using this tool makes it easy to locate the correct forms, streamline your permitting process, and stay 
prepared for your building needs in Royal Palm Beach. 

Engineering Updates 

PWXXRR – Road Resurfacing 

• Road work has been completed in Phases 1, 2, and 9 (excluding Royal Palm Beach Blvd.) and has now

begun in Phase 5. 

• Curb and sidewalk improvements are complete for Phases 1–7, with work beginning in Phase 8.

• This comprehensive road and sidewalk project is ongoing and is expected to continue through Summer

2026. 

PW2204 – La Mancha Subdivision Underdrain 

• The project is approximately 75% complete and is anticipated to be finished by early Spring 2026.

SW2504 – La Mancha Ave Drainage 

• A contractor has been selected, and construction is expected to begin in late Fall 2025.
