Finance

The development of the Fiscal Year 2026 annual budget is well underway as the Village Manager, Finance
Director and Department Directors work collaboratively to create a financial plan that aligns with the Vil-
lage’s strategic priorities and needs of the community. This annual process ensures transparency, fiscal re-
sponsibility, and alignment with long-term goals.

A key milestone in this process is the upcoming Budget Workshop scheduled for July 10, 2025 at 6:30pm.
During this session, Village staff and the Council will review preliminary budget projections, departmental
funding requests, and capital improvement priorities.

Following the workshop, the tentative adoption of the millage rate is slated for July 17, 2025. Establishing
the proposed property tax rate is a pivotal step that shapes the overall revenue outlook and influences re-
source allocation within the budget.

The final phase will include two public hearings: the first on September 11, 2025, offering residents a
chance to provide feedback on the proposed budget and millage rate, and the second on September 18, 2025,
where the budget will be finalized for adoption.
