Upcoming and Ongoing Cooperative Property Review 

The Village will continue to conduct Cooperative Property Reviews to help ensure that our commercial properties and 
common areas within homeowners’ associations remain safe, well-maintained, and visually appealing. 

As part of this initiative, Code Enforcement Officers will be observing properties throughout the Village. During their re-
views, they will be identifying areas of concern such as: 

 General property maintenance

 Landscaping and irrigation issues

 Signage condition and compliance

 Exterior building appearance

Rather than initiating formal enforcement action, our officers will provide a “Courtesy Notice” to the responsible property 
owner or association establishing communication and a time line for compliance. The purpose of this notice is to encour-
age voluntary compliance by bringing attention to maintenance needs before they become larger issues. 

Together, we can continue to uphold the high standards that make our com-
munity a safe, attractive, and thriving place for residents, businesses, and visitors alike.
